Now that the warmer weather has arrived, just a few reminders of how you can help children remain safe
and well during the summer months at school.

Water Bottles - Please ensure your child brings a named water bottle to school every day so they have
easy access to water throughout the day. They need a bottle to access the water in the water coolers
which no longer have a spout to drink from. Replacement water bottles are available from the office at a
cost of £1.00.
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Sunscreen — Unfortunately, we cannot apply sun cream to all the children so please can you ensure that
you have applied it to them before your child comes to school. Many high factor sunscreens are available
and even some that only need applying once a day.

Sunhats - Sunhats are available from the school office to provide protection from the sun. Please make
sure sunhats are clearly named.

Hayfever - Please consult your GP and/or a pharmacist for advice regarding the most appropriate
treatment. Eye drops and antihistamine medicines are readily available without prescription and most will
last throughout the day so can be given at home.
